In his first 11 seasons as head coach of the Adams State
College wrestling program, Jason Ramstetter has elevat-
ed the Grizzlies to one of the finest, most competitive
programs in the west and nationwide.  He has produced
six national champions and his teams have finished in
the top 10 at the NCAA Championships in seven of the
last eight seasons.  All-American Josh Hensley (141)
returns to provide excellent leadership.  Two premier
transfer students with national championship hopes
are five-time New Mexico state champion Max Ortega
(149) and 2009 NCAA II All-American Luke McPeek
(197).  An exceptional sophomore with great potential
is two-time Colorado state champion Daniel Kelly
(149).  Three formidable redshirt freshmen are
California state placer Corey Johnson (133), Colorado
state runner-up Justin Samora (157), and two-time
Alaska state champion Jessy Amos (174).  Other
returning team members looking to provide some
big wins include Jeremy Robledo (125), Dominic
Madril (125), Michael Lee (133), Jesse Long (141),
Kevin Schmitt (141), Joe Falcone (149), Darian
Roberts (157), Brandon Johnson (165), Tyler Haney (174), Paul
Cabbage (184), Dominic DeMarco (197), and Taylor Stam (285).

Sandoval (157), D’Andre Gonzalez (184),
and Franco Flores (285).

Mike Wehler enters his fourth season as
the Mercyhurst College head wrestling
coach and has led the Lakers to three con-
secutive top-14 finishes at the NCAA
Championships.  He has produced seven
All-Americans, including crowning the
school’s first ever national champion in Josh
Shields at the 2009 NCAA Championships.
Key performers for this season are two-time
national finalist and NCAA champion Josh
Shields (165), 2009 Super Regional placer
Michael Baxter (133), 2007 Pennsylvania
state champion Jordan Shields (157), and
former two-time Ohio state champion
Nathan Sharp (285).

Brian Davis, a former NAIA champion
and four-time All-American at West Liberty
University, returns for his fifth season as
head coach at his alma mater.
