Simon Fraser last wrestled

w on Jan. 31 when they hosted Yakima Valley CC. Results from that dual or current

win/loss and statistics for Simon Fraser were unavailable. Individually, Arjan Bhullar
is ranked No. 1 in the NAIA at heavyweight and Clete Hanson is ranked No. 4 at
184 pounds. This will be the second time Pacific and Simon Fraser has wrestled this

season. The first match-up came Nov. 29, 2009 in Corvallis, Ore. The Boxers received wins by Zach

Binkerd (Fr., Hillsboro, Ore.) at 125 and Andrew Wolfe (Sr., Milwaukie, Ore.) in a 31-15 loss to the

Clan. Mike Jones is in his 32nd year as Simon Fraser head coach.

HUNGRY LIKE THE WOLFE: Andrew Wolfe not only placed in his third

tournament of the season Saturday, but came up with the Boxers’ first tournament
victory of the season. Wolfe captured the 133-pound title in the round-robin
bracket at the Boxer Open. Wolfe went 2-0 in the bracket, scoring a 3-2 decision
over Clackamas CC’s Perry McAfee and a second round fall over Oregon State’s
Zach Lowery. The pair of victories raised Wolfe’s record to 13-15 on the season
to lead Pacific in victories and match his career mark for wins in a season. Earlier
in the season, Wolfe wrestled to sixth place finishes at the Northwest Collegiate
Wrestling Tournament and the Clackamas Open.

SHAY MARCHES ON: Nathan Shay (Sr., Gresham, Ore.) also made the most
of his final home meet in a Pacific singlet, finishing in second place in the Boxer
Open’s 165-pound bracket. Shay notched three wins by decision, beating
Clackamas CC’s Michael Fujimora and Daniel Nelson and Yakima Valley CC’s
Richard Quesada. His one loss in the bracket was a 17-6 major decision to
Oregon State’s John Tuck. Shay enters the week tied with Ken Hyland (Fr.,
Medford, Ore.) for the second most victories on the team with 12. Shay began
the season with a sixth place finish in the 165-pound bracket at the Mike Clock
Open on Nov. 8.

WHAT A JANUARY!: After winning just one match over the first two months
of the season, Seth Honl (Fr., Scappoose, Ore.) has wrestled a January that shows
potential for the rest of his Pacific career. Honl ran his record to 11-20 on the
season and 10-7 for the month by going 3-2 at the Boxer Open, placing third

in the 141-pound bracket. Honl picked up three victories in the tournament,
scoring a 19-6 major decision over Oregon State’s Dan Somers, an 8-6 decision
over Clackamas CC’s Mitch Giberson and an 18-2 technical fall over Yakima
Valley CC’s Shawn Oliveras.

COMING ON AT 149: Kody Kramer (Jr., Oroville,
Wash.) is seeing his season come together as the year
comes to an end. Kramer earned his 10th victory of the
season at 149 pounds on Saturday en route to a second
place finish in the Boxer Open’s 149-pound round
robin bracket. He earned it against a Division I foes,
downing Brian Tostberg in an 11-2 major decision.
Kramer enters the last three weeks of the season with a
10-17 record. He won 16 matches last year.

NOT AN EASY SCHEDULE: As Pacific wrestled the bulk of their dual
meet season in December and January, the Boxers kept finding themselves
coming up against nationally ranked competition. In the Boxers’ 14
duals this season, 12 have come against opponents ranked in the top-

25 in their respective affiliations. That ledger has included two top-10
NCAA Division IIT teams (North Central and Coe), a top-5 NAIA team
(Southern Oregon), a top-2 National Collegiate Wrestling Association
squad (Central Florida) and three top-15 NJCAA programs (Highline CC
twice, Clackamas CC and Southwestern Oregon CC). Simon Fraser, who
is currently ranked No. 11 in the NAIA poll, would be the 13¢h ranked
opponent should they maintain their ranking for their dual against Pacific
on Saturday.

SCHEDULE CHANGES: A conflict with finals forced the cancellation of
Pacific’s scheduled Dec. 16 match with Menlo and forced the re-scheduling
of the Dec. 16 dual with Southern Oregon to Thurs., Dec. 17, Keeping
the Dec. 16 would have forced some Pacific wrestlers to miss some final
exams. Earlier in the season, the Boxers cancelled their trip to the Nov. 14
Southern Oregon Open in Ashland because of illness to a majority of the
Boxers’ wrestlers.

AGAINST DIVISION | OPPONENTS: As the only NCAA Division III
wrestling program west of Iowa, the Boxers find Division I competition

on their schedule almost every year. Pacific went 0-2 in duals against
Division I foes last year, dropping a 43-6 decision to Portland and taking
a43-9 home loss to South Dakota State. Pacific’s last dual victory over a
Division I opponent came on Jan. 7, 2005, when Pacific edged out South
Dakota State 22-20. Over the last decade, Pacific’s Division I opponents
have included some of the top programs in collegiate wrestling, including
Arizona State, Stanford, Cal Poly, Utah Valley State, Wisconsin and Cal
State Fullerton.

GREAT LAKES REGIONAL UPCOMING: Following Saturday’s dual at
Simon Fraser, the Boxers will turn their focus to the NCAA Great Lakes
Regional. This year’s tournament will take place on Sat., Feb. 20, at Si
Melby Hall in Minneapolis. Augsburg College, one of the perennial powers
of NCAA Division III wrestling, is the tournament host.
