(15,400) this season, outscoring their opponents 219-60. The
2010-11 Hawkeyes posted a perfect 8-0 dual record in their
home venue, marking lowa’s 19th undefeated season in the fa-
cility since moving from the Ul Fieldhouse in 1983. lowa has a
195-19 (.910) record in the arena. The 2009-10 Hawkeyes went
11-0 at Carver-Hawkeye, which is the school record for most
home wins in a single season. The dual wrestling attendance
record for Carver-Hawkeye Arena is 15,955, set when lowa de-
feated lowa State (20-15) on Dec. 6, 2008.

BRANDS HITS 100

lowa head coach Tom Brands earned his 100th career dual win as
lowa’s head coach Nov. 25 vs. lowa Central (37-6). It took Brands
107 duals to reach 100 career victories. Only Dan Gable, lowa’s
all-time winningest coach, reached win No. 100 faster. Gable hit
the century mark in his 105th dual. Brands owns a 107-9-1 ca-
reer record since taking over the lowa program in 2006.

HOME MAT ADVANTAGE

The Hawkeyes have won their last 19 Big Ten duals inside Carver-Hawkeye
Arena. The school record for consecutive Big Ten home wins is 63, when lowa
went nearly 23 years without a loss at home from January 17, 1975 to January
3, 1998. lowa has topped Wisconsin once during the 19-dual home winning
streak, a 24-12 victory Jan. 23, 2009.

TIEBREAK CRITERIA

The Hawkeyes saw their 84-match dual unbeaten streak end Jan. 7, 2012, when
Oklahoma State topped lowa, 17-16. The two teams were tied at 16 after split-
ting 10 bouts, so officials used the NCAA tiebreak criteria inserted during the
offseason to determine a winner. The first tiebreak is match victories (5-5) and
the second is falls/tech. falls (0-0). Oklahoma State eventually won on the third
tiebreak criteria, match points (54-51).

ATTENDANCE LEADERS AT IT AGAIN
The third largest dual crowd in NCAA history (15,400) watched lowa host Okla-
homa State on Jan. 7, 2012. Through five home dates, the Hawkeyes have aver-
aged 9,454 fans. That includes duals vs. Oklahoma State, lllinois (7,330), North-
ern lowa (7,078), Northwestern (7,954) and Minnesota (9,511).

lowa has led the nation in attendance for five straight seasons. The Hawkeyes
averaged a national record 8,209 fans in six home duals last season. It marked
the third straight year lowa averaged over 8,000 fans per dual. lowa’s dual vs.
lowa State (Dec. 3, 2010) was the largest dual crowd in the country last year
(11,895).

Cliff Keen Division | National Duals on Feb. 12. The Hawkeyes will face a re-
gional tournament field that includes Northern lowa, Oregon State, Virginia
Tech, Wisconsin and host lowa State. Match times will begin at 11 a.m., 1 p.m.
and 3 p.m.

The NWCA/CIiff Keen Division | National Duals will be held on the campuses
of Cornell, lowa State, Oklahoma State and Rutgers. The winner of each region
will move on to compete February 19th for the National Championship. The
host site for this event has not been announced. Regional seeds should be an-
nounced Feb. 7.

lowa has wrestled in 17 National Duals and has a 66-10-3 all time record in the
tournament. lowa has won the title six times (1992, 1995, 1996, 2008, 2009,
2010), placed second three times (1994, 1997, 1998), third six times (1990,
1991, 1993, 2001, 2002, 2003), fifth once (2007) and sixth once (2006).

Head Coach

Three-time Big Ten Coach of the Year Tom Brands is in his sixth sea-
son as head wrestling coach at the University of lowa. A 1996 Olympic
gold medalist and member of wrestling’s Hall of Fame, Brands is only
the eighth wrestling coach at the University of lowa. The former Hawk-
eye wrestler was a four-time All-American and three-time national
champion (1989-92) at lowa. He has a 107-9-1 (.926) overall and 42-5
(.894) Big Ten coaching record at lowa, and a 124-29-1 (.815) career
mark.

In five years as lowa’s head coach, Brands has led the Hawkeyes to
three NCAA and Big Ten team titles, crowning six NCAA champions,
eight Big Ten champions and 28 All-Americans. lowa has 34 Academic
All-Big Ten honorees, including a school-record 10 in 2010-11. The
Hawkeyes have qualified 45 wrestlers for the NCAA Championships in
the last five years, sending the entire 10-man lineup in 2009-10. lowa
has also won the last four Big Ten regular season titles, posting perfect 8-0 conference dual records each
year.

During Brands’ tenure, lowa set school records for longest dual unbeaten (84) and winning streaks (69),
longest dual road unbeaten (50) and winning streaks (44), most Carver-Hawkeye Arena victories (11) and
most dual shutouts (8). lowa also made another entry in the record books, setting the national collegiate
dual meet attendance record of 15,955 when it hosted lowa State Dec. 6, 2008, at Carver-Hawkeye Arena.
The previous record of 15,646 was set Feb. 1, 2002, when Minnesota hosted lowa at the Target Center in
Minneapolis. The Hawkeyes won the lowa State dual, 20-15.

Brands was named 2008 NWCA Coach of the Year after leading the Hawkeyes to their first NCAA team
title since 2000 and their first Big Ten team title since 2004. He was named Big Ten Coach of the Year in
2008, 2009 and 2010, becoming the first coach in conference history to earn the honor in three consecutive
$€asons.

Brands served as head coach at Virginia Tech University for two seasons (2005-06), recording a 17-20
dual mark. In his first season with the Hokies, Brands led the team to the 2005 regular season Atlantic Coast
Conference title, set a school record for dual meet wins (16) and had a school-record five wrestlers qualify
for the NCAA Championships. During his tenure, Virginia Tech crowned five ACC champions and had two
All-Americans. Senior heavyweight Mike Faust was named 2006 ACC Wrestler of the Year.

Prior to taking the helm at Virginia Tech, Brands was an assistant coach at lowa for 12 seasons (1993-
2004). He helped the Hawkeyes to a 177-27 dual record, seven NCAA and eight Big Ten titles, while
crowning 23 NCAA champions, 73 All-Americans and 36 Big Ten champions. He was named the National
Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant Coach of the Year in 2000.

In 2004, he was one of three coaches for the U.S. Olympic freestyle wrestling team, participating in
Athens. Brands also served as assistant coach for the 2002 and 2003 U.S. Freestyle World Teams, earning
Freestyle Coach of the Year honors from USA Wrestling both years. He was also a member of the U.S.
coaching staff at the 2001 World Championships, and has coached a number of other U.S. teams in inter-
national competition.

As a competitor, Brands won the 1996 Olympic freestyle gold medal at 136.5 pounds in Atlanta. He also
won a gold medal at the 1993 World Freestyle Championships in Toronto, two World Cup gold medals
(1994, 1995) and was the 1995 Pan American Games champion. He won four U.S. National titles (1993-96)
and made four straight U.S. World or Olympic teams (1993-96). Along with his twin brother, Terry, Tom was
named 1993 USA Wrestling Athlete of the Year, the 1993 John Smith Outstanding Freestyle Wrestler and
1993 Amateur Wrestling News Man of the Year. He was inducted into wrestling’s Hall of Fame in 2001.

Brands was a four-time All-American at lowa (1989-92). During his Hawkeye career, he won three NCAA
titles and was named Outstanding Wrestler of the 1992 NCAA Championships. Also a three-time Big Ten
champion, Brands won 95 percent of his matches at lowa. His career mark of 158-7-2, included an unde-
feated season in 1991 (45-0).

The Sheldon, lowa, native was born April 9, 1968. He earned his B.S. degree in physical education from
lowa in 1992. He and his wife, Jeni, have three children, Madigan, Kinsee and Tommy.
