CENTRAL OkLAHOMA ToURNAMENT NOTES

UCO TO NATIONAL DUALS: No. 3-ranked
Central Oklahoma makes its 15th straight trip to the
NWCA Division Il National Duals this weekend at the
UNI-Dome in Cedar Falls, lowa.

The Bronchos, 3-2 on the year, are four-time winners
of this event and enter as the No. 3 seed in the 16-team
tournament. UCO opens against West Liberty State at
11 a.m. Saturday, then meets the winner or loser of the
Indianapolis-Upper lowa match at 3 p.m.

The double-elimination tournament continues with
consolation matches at 5 and 7 p.m. Saturday and con-
cludes Sunday. The championship semipnals are at 11
a.m. Sunday, followed by the third-, pfth- and seventh-
place matches at 1 p.m. and the pnals at 3 p.m.

All UCO matches will be webcast live on the athletic
department website at www.bronchosports.com.

The Bronchos have been a top-four seed in the tour-
nament every year but three (1999, 2005 and 2006) and
have pnished in the top four all 14 years.

UCO hasn’t won the dual title since 2002.

ABUT THE TOURNAMENT FIELD: Thirteen
of the 16 teams in the Division Il National Duals are
ranked in the top 20, including eight in the top 10.

Joining UCO in the peld will be top-rated Nebraska-
Kearney, No. 2 Nebraska-Omaha, No. 4 Minnesota
State-Mankato, No. 6 Pittsburgh-Johnstown, No. 7
Upper lowa, No. 8 Ashland, No. 9 Western State, No.
11 Indianapolis, No. 12 Chadron State, No. 15 Wiscon-
sin-Parkside, No. 16 Mercyhurst, No. 17 Minnesota
State-Moorhead, Carson-Newman, Central Missouri
and West Liberty State.

Sixty-one of the 80 ranked individuals are slated to
be in the tournament, including nine of the 10 No. 1s.

LAST YEAR: UCO went 3-1 and pnished third in
last year’s tournament in Cedar Falls after entering as
the No. 1 seed.

The Bronchos opened with wins over Augustana and
West Liberty State before falling to eventual champion
Nebraska-Kearney, then came back to beat Minnesota
State-Mankato in the third-place match.

BRONCHOS IN THE RANKINGS: UCO has pve individuals
in the Division Il rankings -- 125 Tyler Zukerman (1st), 141 Kyle
Evans (1st), 184 Heath Jolley (4th), 157 Jason Leavitt (5th) and
149 Colby Robinson (7th).

SEASON RECAP: The Bronchos competed in three open tour-
naments and two duals in the prst semester, while the second half
of the schedule is plled with duals until the Midwest Regional.

UCO had two runners-up at the season-opening Central Missouri
Open, had four placers at the Missouri Open and crowned three
champions at the Fort Hays State Open.

The Bronchos opened their dual schedule on Dec. 4 and were
upset by Oklahoma City 24-21, then came back three days later and
dropped a 27-6 decision to Division | Oklahoma.

UCO resumed the season on Jan. 5 at the Lone Star Duals, going
4-0 with wins over Wisconsin-Stevens Point, Northwest College,
Wisconsin-Whitewater and North Dakota State.

ABOUT THE BRONCHOS: UCO{s 0-2 dual start was its prst
since the 1999-00 season, with the Bronchos rebounding to win four
matches at last week’s Lone Star Duals -- though the win over junior
college power Northwest College doesn’t count on the record.

Tim Elliott (133), Kyle Evans (141) and Heath Jolley (184) all
went 4-0 at the Lone Star Duals, while Daniel Morrison and Kenny
Meredith were both 2-0 at 174. Jason Leavitt (157), Jarrett Edison
(197) and Dustin Finn (285) were each 3-1 in the one-day event.

Evans outscored his four opponents by a combined 59-3 last
weekend, scoring three technical falls and a major decision. Elliott
and Leavitt both had three bonus-point wins on the day.

Elliott was seeing his prst action for the Bronchos after becom-
ing eligible at the semester break. He was a junior college national
champion last year at Labette (Kan.) Community College.

Evans is a team-best 14-2 on the season with losses to two ranked
Division | opponents. He’s won 75 of his last 79 matches and ranks
14th on UCOGs all-time win last with a 107-20 career record.

PAST NATIONAL DUALS EXPERIENCE: UCO has eight
individuals -- Zukerman, Evans, Robinson, Leavitt, Meredith,
Morrison, Jolley and Finn -- with experience in the Division Il
National Duals.

Evans (8-2 record) will be in his fourth national duals tournament.
Leavitt (6-1) and Jolley (3-5) are participating for the third time,
while Zukerman (0-1), Robinson (0-1), Meredith (1-2), Morrison
0-2) and Finn (1-0) are making their second appearance.

ABOUT THE COACH: David James is closing in on his 300th
career dual win. The 26th-year head coach enters the national duals
with a 296-101-4 record, including a 241-29 mark against non-Divi-
sion | teams. He’s led the Bronchos to 12 national championships
-- pve in NAIA and seven in Division Il -- and was the Division Il
Coach of the Year last season.
