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EDMOND, Okla. -- Nebraska-Kearney maintained its position atop the NCAA Division 1l
wrestling rankings and will be favored to defend its title at the NWCA Division Il National Duals
this weekend, according to the NCAA Division Il Wrestling Coaches” Association poll that was
released Wednesday.

UNK, last year(s national tournament runner-up, earned six of the eight prst-place votes cast
in balloting of coaches from around the country and pnished with 158 points. Nebraska-Omaha
picked up the other two prst-place votes and jumped from seventh to second in the poll with 150
points.

Defending national champion Central Oklahoma was third with 141 points, followed by Min-
nesota State-Mankato (139) and Adams State (128). Rounding out the top 10 was Pittsburgh-John-
stown (Pa.), Upper lowa, Ashland (Ohio), Western State (Colo.) and Newberry (S.C.).

The NWCA Division Il National Duals will be held Saturday and Sunday at the UNI-Dome in
Cedar Falls, lowa, with 13 top-20 teams -- including eight in the top-10 -- competing in that 16-
team event. UNK is the No. 1 seed, with UNO second, UCO third and MSU-Mankato fourth.
