NO. 1 OKLAHOMA STATE AT NO. 19 MICHIGAN STATE

East Lansing, Mich.- Jenison Field House- 1 p.m.

A LOOK AT THE WEEK AHEAD- The Spartans kick off their 2005-06 dual meet season this
Sunday against the three-time defending national champion Oklahoma State at Jenison Field House.
Last year in Stillwater, Okla., the Cowboys defeated MSU 28-9, despite victories by Nick Simmons at
125 pounds, Andy Simmons at 141 pounds and Joe Williams at 184 pounds. The Green and White
are 3-29-1 all time against OSU, with its last victory coming in 2000.

SCOUTING THE COWBOQYS- Oklahoma State enters its dual in East Lansing on a 21-match
winning streak. Over the course of its three national championship years, OSU has compiled a 55-2
record. The Cowboys return nine starters from last year's squad and four of their five individual
national champs from the 2004-05 season. Zack Esposito at 149 pounds, Johny Hendricks at 165
pounds, Jake Rosholt at 197 pounds and Steve Mocco at 285 pounds are all returning national
champions and are currently the top-ranked wrestlers in their respective weight classes. OSU also
returns All-Americans Coleman Scott, ranked fifth at 125 pounds, and Daniel Frishkorn, currently
fourth at 141 pounds, as well as Nathan Morgan, ranked seventh at 133 pounds, and Kevin Ward,
whois No. 11 at 157 pounds.

NICK SIMMONS AND SAM HAZEWINKEL CLASH AT THE 2005 NWCA ALL-STAR MEET-
For the second-straight year, junior All-Americans Nick Simmons and Oklahoma’s Sam Hazewinkel
kicked off the Marines/NWCAAIl-Star Classic at 125 pounds, at Gallagher-lba Arena on the campus
of Oklahoma State. Despite a hard-fought battle by both men, Hazewinkel notched his fourth-consecu-
tive victory over Simmons, this time by a 6-2 decision.

TWO SPARTANS PLACE AT THE 2005 ASHLAND OPEN- Although it sent just five wrestlers to
the 2005 Ashland Open, Nov. 19 at Ashland University, the Michigan State wrestling team brought
home two medals courtesy of redshirt freshman Clint Frutiger at 125 pounds and freshman Nick
Palmieri at 197 pounds. Frutiger posted a 4-2 record on the day, notching all four of his victories by
shutout en route to a fifth-place finish. He tallied three major decisions and a technical fall in his third
tournament of the season. Palmieri won his first two matches, by fall and a 4-3 decision, before being
forced to injury default his remaining bouts. The Mayfield Heights, Ohio native still took fourth place and
now sits second on the team in falls with three.

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NICK SIMMONS AND ROCKY COZART CLAIM TITLES AT MSU OPEN- Junior Nick Simmons
and freshman Rocky Cozart claimed tournament championships at 125 and 165 pounds, respec-
tively, as eleven Michigan State wrestlers took home top-six finishes at the MSU Open on Nov. 13 at
Jenison Field House.

In a rematch of the 125-pound final at the EMU Open, junior Nick Simmons defeated freshman
Franklin Gomez, this time 4-0. Simmons tallied a takedown in each of the first two periods and
improves his season record to 10-0. Gomez, who has wrestled outstanding in his first two tourna-
ments as a Spartan, compiled an 8-2 record with his only losses coming to Simmons. For the
tournament, Nick Simmons tallied a fall and outscored his other four opponents 40-2. Gomez domi-
nated his four victories, tallying two major decisions and outscoring his opponents 41-11.

Another freshman that continues to impress, Rocky Cozart, took home the championship at 165
pounds. Compiling a 4-0 record over the course of the tournament, Cozart beat top-seeded Will
Durkee of Northwestern in the finals, 6-4. Cozart notched a takedown in each of the three periods, and
improved his season record to 9-2.

Andy Simmons, Darren McKnight and R.J. Boudro all reached the finals as well.

NICK SIMMONS GARNERS BIG TEN WRESTLER OF THE WEEK HONORS- For his champi-
onship performance at the 2005 Eastern Michigan Open, junior All-American Nick Simmons was
named Co-Big Ten Wrestler of the Week as announced by the Conference on Nov. 10. He shares the
honor with Purdue’s Ben Wissel, who claimed the 184-pound title at the EMU Open.

Simmons dominated his first three matches of the tournament, recording falls against wrestlers from
Edinboro and Michigan in less than a minute, before pinning Central Michigan’s Josh Williams at 3:14
of their quarterfinal match up. Simmons capped off his 5-0 weekend record by earning a pair of 3-0
decisions in the semifinals against Ricky Deubel of Edinboro, and in the finals against his teammate,
freshman Franklin Gomez.

SIMMONS BROTHERS LEAD THE WAY AT EMU OPEN- Both Nick and Andy Simmons won
tournament titles at the Eastern Michigan Open in Ypsilanti on Saturday, Nov. 5, registering 5-0
records on the day. Nick Simmons, ranked fourth at 125 pounds, dominated his first three matches of
the tournament, recording falls against wrestlers from Edinboro and Michigan in less than a minute,
and against Central Michigan’s Josh Williams in 3:14. He defeated teammate Franklin Gomez in the
finals, 3-0, to claim his second-straight EMU Open title.

No. 6 Andy Simmons dominated the 141-pound bracket, recording technical falls in both the opening
round, 18-3, and in the finals, 15-0, against Navy's Dave Tippett. In his other three matches, Simmons
surrendered just one point, winning by scores of 8-0, 4-0 and 4-1.

Besides Nick and Andy Simmons, six other Spartans earned medals at the tournament, including
Franklin Gomez, who took second at 125 pounds in his first-ever collegiate tournament. Darren
McKnightimproved on last year's fourth-place finish, taking third at 149 pounds with a 5-1 record. This
included a victory over Purdue’s Doug Withstandley, who beat McKnightin a dual meet last season.

True freshman Nick Palmieri at 197 pounds, as well as redshirt freshmen Tim Hammer at 141
pounds, and John Murphy at 184 pounds, placed fourth, compiling 6-2 records for the tournament.
Freshman Rocky Cozart also placed for MSU at 165 pounds, claiming sixth.
