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ow many times have you watched
fathers c oach t heir s ons o r ¢ heer
for th em f rom th e s tands? H ave
you wondered what kind of influ-
ence t hose f athers ha d o n t heir
sons? Ben and I learned the impor-
tance of discipline and hard work
from our father. Dad passed d own many of his
values to his six children, more by example than
by talking about it. He was always so supportive
of his five sons in our different sports pursuits. I
have fond memories of coming home from foot-
ball games, or wrestling matches and discussing
the evening’s events over a bowl of cereal in the
kitchen. That was our father’s nightly ritual, usu-
ally a b owl o f ¢ ornflakes b efore w atching t he
evening news to catch the weather report and the
sports round up. One regret that I have is that we
did not start Camp of Champs father/son camp
until the year after his sudden death in 1990. He
would have loved to watch the dads with their
sons a t ¢ amp f ishing t ogether, p laying ga mes
against o ne a nother, a nd, o f c ourse, s pending
time on the mat together.

Iam v ery thankful t hat m y w ife N ancy h as
always had al ove for wrestling and the people
surrounding i t. We have seen two o f our three
sons w restle through grade s chool, hi gh s chool
and college. Our youngest son was in first grade
atthe ti me w e s tarted f ather/son camp andis
now a junior wrestling at University. It has been
great having all the boys, yes, even the one who
played “t he r ound b all g ame,” w ork at ¢ amp!
What a great experience it has been watching the
boys g row a nd 1 earn t hrough t he s porto f
wrestling. Many of the tough lessons that Joshua,
our m iddle s on, le arned w hile w restling f or
Coach W ayne B aughman a tt he AirF orce
Academy are serving him well as he serves in the
military.

Mark C hurella h as i mpressed N ancy and m e
with the relationship that he has with his sons. As
a v olunteer hi gh s chool c oach he m entored all
three sons through their early years of wrestling.
I asked him how he let his sons know that they
were secure in his love for them, when they did-
n’t achieve the result they were looking for. His
response was, “I told them that I loved them and
Ireally m eantit. H e s aid t hat w restling h elps
teach that there are no entitlements. Just because
your father was a good wrestler d oes not mean
that you will be good. You learn that hard work
pays off and that faith, family and representing
yourself well are what really matter.”

There ar e m any d ads w hoh ave

been great examples for the wrestling

community. I have observed another

one for several years from a distance

and have always been impressed with

his coaching success. How can you not
be impressed? As a head coach he has
won 1 7 W isconsin t eam t itles. H e
coached his team to 12 titles in the last

13 years. Lewie Benitz graduated from

the University of Wisconsin S tout tw o
years b efore I en tered that s chool so I
had a n e xtra m otivation f or ob serving
his c areer. B ut a s i mpressive a s h is
coaching s tatsa re, t het hingt hat
impressesm em orei st ow atchh im
coach with his sons. He and his son Scott
have been co-head coaches at Wisconsin
Rapids for thelast five y ears and h ave
won f ivet eam s tate ¢ hampionships
together! His son Shane hasalsobeen a
part of the Raiders coaching staff for eight years.

I have often heard one of my wrestling mentors, Dan Gable,
say that our primary job as fathers is to help our children to
become contributing members of our society. Lewie Benitz and
his wife Joyce have d one that. They have three children and
nine g randchildren. L ike m any c oaches w ives, J oyce. r arely
misses a wrestling event. Their oldest son S cott teaches and
has been a co-head coach with Lewie for the last 5 y ears and
will take over as head coach next season. Shane runs a b usi-
ness and is on the coaching staff. Their daughter, Vicki, whose
husband wrestled in high school and college, runs the “busi-
ness” of raising five children. Lewie is thankful for how the
sport of w restling h as helped in the p arenting process. In a
recent c onversation h e ex pressed a f ondness f or t he g reat
memories looking back on the years of coaching his two boys
through high school.

We talked briefly at the state tournament in February. Our
189-pound wrestler had lost a heart breaking overtime match
in the semifinals.

As the boys, we each were coaching, were getting ready for
their wrestleback matches, I asked Lewie if he had any secrets
on helping wrestlers after a devastating loss. The timing of my
question could not have been worse. His 103 pound wrestler,
who was wrestling with an injury since the regional tourna-
ment, had lost a one point match in the semis and had just fin-
ished with a heart breaking 2 point loss in the wrestlebacks.
Justasa dad hurts forhisownson, so Lewie’s h eart w as
aching f or hi s w restler w ho w as f eeling t he harsh p aino f
defeat. Graciously, he indicated to me that he would love to
share his thoughts on that subject at a later time.

That time came in our phone conversation. He told me that
he has always tried to coach the wrestlers as if they were his
own sons. When his son, Scott, suffered a devastating loss at
the s tate t ournament a s a s enior, L ewie s pent s ome q uiet
moments together with his boy under the bleachers as some-
ones malt came dripping down on their faces. At that time the
individual s tate t ournament t ook p lace in the b uilding w e
affectionately call “the barn.” Lewie said, “in those moments

you do not need to give instruction, you just spend quiet time
together.”

Talking with Coach Benitz and Mark Churella gives you a
good reminder that there are no secrets to success. It all comes
down to hard work and practicing common sense principles.
When I asked Lewie for advice on d ealing with fathers who
find it d ifficult t o b alance c oachingand b einga d ad, h is
response was to share an example of a s tate champion’s dad.
Lewie had to sit down with that dad earlier in the son’s high
school y ears and ask, “Do you trust us to be the coaches of
your son? There can only be two coaches in the corner.” This
dad r esponded p ositively t o t hat d irect c ommunication
between coach and dad. Lewie said that as long as we know
we are on the same page, we will have less misunderstandings
between u s. T hat j ust t akes g ood ¢ ommunication b etween
coaches and parents. Lewie uses those communication skills as
he works as a coach for the Wisconsin S chool B oy n ational
dual team. He and one of his wrestling grandsons get to spend
some special time together.

After 41 years of coaching at Wisconsin Rapids, Coach Benitz
is stepping d own as head coach. But not much will change.
Lewie will still be there working with his sons. I am sure the
tradition of t ough w restlers c oming ou t of t he W isconsin
Rapids High School wrestling room will continue. Scott will be
handing down the same values to his own sons and wrestlers
that he learned from his dad, and the fond memories will con-
tinue.
