Ironside; just down the road from Schultz - he also
provides photos to the yearbook.

Schultz says, “the school gets all the pictures to
select from, but then they must be sent to the
kids. It is very satisfying when the kids come up
to you and thank you for the pictures. To me
that is payment enough.”
